· Identify demonstrations, test implementations or validations that may be useful
5. Further Information

A list of resources that:

· Help the reader understand or use the standard.

· List organisations that have adopted the standard.

· Engage the reader with the standards development process.

6. Glossary

All technical terms, acronyms and abbreviations used in the text must be included in the glossary. It should not be assumed that the reader is familiar with any of them. If need be the text on the TDWG glossary pages should be copied so that this is a stand alone document.
